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SIXSHOOTER OPERATION OVERVIEW

Six Shooter Operation Overview

The Six Shooter cutting system runs on the heavy-duty auger drive, which is fed through the auxiliary
hydraulic circuit of a skid steer loader with included hydraulic hoses. As the Six Shooter rotates, six Cutting
Arms, each equipped with four replaceable carbide teeth, cut through concrete and asphalt without
needing water or coolant. The carbide teeth can be replaced in minutes, even on the job site.

NOTE: The Six Shooter is designed to bounce up and down during operation, similar to a hammer drill.
This motion increases its cutting ability.

The Six Shooter features an adjustable cutting diameter from 50 to 72 inches. The Cutting Arms are easily
adjusted on the job site without extra tools. for larger jobs, the optional Arm Adapter 6" Kit - Gold Series
(K-MMO0532) allow a cutting diameter up to 72 inches The blades have a cutting depth of 16 inches, or up
to 22 inches with the optional 6" Extended Blades - Platinum (Teeth Included) [A-MMO0422]. If necessary,
use the optional Water Valve Rebuild Package (K-MMO0325) to cut out water valve boxes.

Skid Steer Loader Requirements

The Six Shooter attaches to your skid steer loader via a custom-built Heavy Duty Auger Drive Model 40 2.5"
Hex Drive [P-MMO0O070]. The use of a skid steer allows the operator to see the work in progress during use
of the Six Shooter. See Figure 2 below.

The skid loader must have 2,500 lbs minimum lifting capacity.

The skid loader must be capable of providing at least 20 gpm hydraulic flow. The flow determines the rom
of the Six Shooter, so a higher gpm flow translates to faster cutting speed. It is a plus for the skid loader to
have a high flow hydraulic circuit generating 30-45 gpm flow.

Platinum Series Six Shooter

The Six Shooter unit is the heart of the Mr. Manhole system.

The Six Shooter has six Cutting Arms and six Cutting Blades that are each armed with four teeth, mounted
to the circular Main Frame. The Six Shooter attaches to a heavy-duty auger drive via the Easy Drive Top [K-
MMO0369].

Before You Start

Clear the area around the Six Shooter shipping container for the unpacking and set-up process. You will
need a forklift capable of lifting up to 2,500 pounds. You will also need the skid steer loader with the

auger drive attached.

1. Remove the items from the top of the shipping
container. Pull the hitch pin out of the Easy Drive Top
on the Six Shooter and insert the lifting strap into the
hole in the top of the Drive Unit. Reinsert the hitch
pin through the strap. Loop the lifting strap onto the
blades of the fork lift.

A CAUTION: The Six Shooter presents a
lifting hazard if not handled correctly. Use
the proper lifting methods for handling all
components of the Six Shooter System.

2. Using the lifting device, lift the Six Shooter straight
up out of the shipping container and back away
from the container.

3. Remove the four Supporting Legs from the box.

4. If using the Standard Guide Shaft Platinum Series
39" [K-MMO512], proceed to Step 5. If using the
Extended Guide Shaft Platinum Series 51" [K-
MMO513], the Supporting Legs will need adjusted to
the lowest height. Loosen and remove the nut and
bolt from the base of the Supporting Leg and extend )
it fully.

The Platinum Series Six Shooter Package ships with a
Standard Speedplate. See Figures 18 and 19.

The Standard Speedplate is used to repair and replace
lid undercut style manhole frames with lid seat
diameters from 19 to 25.5 inches.

1. Insert the speedplate into the manhole opening and
adjust to center it within the lid seat.

2. Securely tighten the speedplate using the wrench
provided in the Six Shooter Package.

f CAUTION: Do not overextend the Standard Speedplate to fit a larger manhole
diameter. Doing so can bend or break the unit. Use the XL Speedplate for lid seat
diameters greater than 25.5 inches.

Cutting And Removing

To begin, define your frame style. See Figures 20, 21

The two major manhole frame types are the Lid Undercut, (the most popular), and the Smooth Wall. The
Standard Speedplate [A-MMO0130] is designed to work with the lid undercut manhole frames.

For Smooth Wall frames use the Smooth Wall Speedplate [A-MMO0330], which is sold separately. For
large diameter manhole frames (over 25 12") use the XL Speedplate [A-MMO0331], which is also sold
separately.

To begin the cutting process, select and insert the appropriate Speedplate. Tighten the Speedplate
securely in place. Insert the Cutter Guide Shaft through the centering hole in the Speedplate. Erect the

Debris Shield. Gently lower the Cutter towards the road and slowly initiate rotation counterclockwise. En-
gage the road surface and slowly increase rotation speed.

After penetrating the road, ensure the lift pin in the Guide Shaft is transverse to the key shaped centering
hole and lift the frame and overcut from the road. Rotate the Cutter to disengage from the frame.

The Casting Lifter Bracket - Platinum Series
[A-MMO0O078-Platinum] is used to lift manhole
frames during the rebuilding process. It can
be used by two or four men to lift heavy
castings. See Figure 22.

MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Maintenance Instructions

1. CLEAN HYDRAULIC OIL IS ESSENTIAL! 80% of all hydraulic component failures are caused by contamination
of the hydraulic oil. Always keep all dirt and other contaminants from entering the hydraulic system during
disconnect and connect operations. Always use dust caps and plugs on all quick disconnects when not in use.
Tightly cap all hydraulic openings to hold oil in and keep dirt and other contaminants from entering hydraulic
systems.

2. CHECK ALL HYDRAULIC OIL DAILY FOR CONTAMINATION. If contamination is present, determine the source
of the problem.

3. INSPECT ALL HYDRAULIC HOSE ASSEMBLIES DAILY for cracked and brittle covers caused by excessive heat.
Reduced viscosity of hydraulic oil occurs at higher operating temperatures and causes a breakdown of fluid
additives such as wear inhibitors. Excessive heat will cause higher internal leakage in the drive unit motor to
become brittle and crack. Replacement of hoses before failure will prevent loss of hydraulic oil, time consuming
“bleeding” of the system, hydraulic oil contamination, and component damage caused by cavitations. It will
also reduce the chance of personal injury caused by hydraulic fluid.

4. CHECK CUTTER DAILY for loose, worn or broken cutting teeth. Worn teeth can drastically affect cutter
penetration and greatly reduce cutter life expectancy. Always keep spare teeth on hand. Some digging
conditions may require checking teeth at more frequent intervals. 5. CHECK DRIVE UNIT AND ALL
ACCESSORIES DAILY for loose, bent, cracked, or worn, bolts and fasteners. Always use grade 5 or better
replacement bolts. Always use lock washers with standard hex nuts or self locking nuts.

5. CHECK ALL CONNECTING PINS DAILY for bends, cracks, breaks, or wear. Replace if any of these conditions
exist.

6. CHECK DRIVE UNIT OUTPUT SHAFT DAILY for bends, cracks, breaks, or wear. Replace if any of these
conditions exist.

7. CHANGE PLANETARY GEAR REDUCTION OIL AFTER FIRST 50 HOURS OF OPERATION, THEN EVERY 1000
HOURS OR IN ONE YEAR, WHICHEVER COMES FIRST. Use mild extreme pressure lubricant API-GL-5 number
80 or 90 for filling planetary gear reduction under normal temperature ranges between 0 degrees and 120
degrees. Approximate oil capacity for MM-SUPER DUTY is two quarts. Check oil level daily to assure proper
lubrication is maintained.

8. When storing Drive Unit for any length of time be sure Drive Unit motor and hoses are full of clean oil. Also,
be sure that Planetary Gear Reduction is full to the recommmended capacity for each model as outlined in
number 8 above. 10. Drive Unit Output Shaft, inside of Cutter Collar, and all Connecting Pins should be coated
liberally with grease as required to prevent rust and reduce wear.

9. Check Planetary Gear oil as follows. Lie Drive Unit horizontal with ground place bottom drain plug straight
up. Remove plug, tilt drive unit at 2:00 or 10:00. Fill until oil leaks out from hole at one of these positions.
